Now, for another minute, adjust the TV set so that you can hear the
sound but you can't see any picture. Which condition was more frustrating? Which
condition gave you less information? McLuhan believed that people who tried this little
exercise would invariably report more frustration in the condition where the picture was
visible but the sound was inaudible.

There are more than 2 billion cards in America alone —
and each will take so long to fully * biodegrade after it gets buried in a landfill. The
machines and servers that track card spending all run on electricity, most of it generated
by burning carbon-rich coal. Cash has other advantages. It's made mostly from cotton and
linen —both of which, when harvested, emit less carbon than cutting trees. Once bills get
printed, they stay in circulation for up to five years, on average. As their color suggests,
they are the greener alternative in regard to payment methods.

The human body contains as much energy in fat as a one-ton battery. That energy fuels
our everyday activities. But what if those actions could in turn run the electronic devices
we rely on? A dance club in Rotterdam, Netherlands is getting in on the action with a
floor that harnesses the energy created by dancers' steps. The floor is based on the
piezoelectric effect, in which certain materials produce an electric current when compressed
or bent. As clubgoers dance, the floor is compressed by less than half an inch, which
makes contact with the piezoelectric material under it and generates anywhere from two to
20 watts of electricity, depending on the impact of the patrons' feet. For now, it's just
enough to power LED lights in the floor, but in the future, more output is expected from
newer technology.

According to a
new study, during most armed conflicts since the 1970s, mortality rates have actually
declined. That's not to say that war, in and of itself, leads to longer life spans. Instead, a
major reason for the drop is that conflict has become an impetus for international
humanitarian groups to increase their efforts in poor countries, and they've learned to work
public-health miracles in a short amount of time. In the Democratic Republic of the Congo,
for instance, just 20 percent of children were vaccinated for measles in 1997, at the start of
a decade-long civil war. But by 2009 that figure was 80 percent. "It's never any fun living
in a refugee camp,” says Andrew Mack. "But the mortality rates are better in many of
those camps than they were before the war.”

Some foods need more water, more fertilizer, more pesticides, and more energy for their
production than others. One way to lessen these costs of food production is for consumers
to eat low on the food chain.

Compared with vegetarian diets, meat- based diets use 2.9
times more water, 2.5 times more energy, 13 times more fertilizer, and 1.4 times more
pesticides. Consider that relatively little energy is needed to produce grains: it takes less
than 1 kcalorie of fuel to produce each kcalorie of grain, whereas most animal-derived
foods need from 10 to 90 kcalories of fuel per kcalorie of edible food; kcalories to grow
fruits and vegetables are usually greater than grains, but less than animal-derived foods.

Food
authorities should tighten the nation’s regulations on food labeling, placing tougher
restrictions on labels to reduce public health risks.
