Every year, Western countries export millions of tons of waste to China, particularly
plastics and paper, for treatment and recycling. It is transported by freight in empty shipping

containers used for exporting Chinese goods.

(A) It also highlights failures in the recycling market in the West. Recently, China’s recycling
industry was adversely affected by the global economic crisis, as reduced consumer demand
for products led to lower prices of recyclables; consequently, many Chinese recycling units
closed.

(B) However, the global recycling trade is not without criticism. Complaints include the
environmental and social costs of shipping waste, no guarantee over environmental and other
standards in China, reduced business and materials for recyclers in the country of origin, and
claims that the West is dumping its rubbish on China.

Yale psychologist Patricia W. Linville noted that people vary in their selfcomplexity. Some have
highly complex self-representations; their self-concepts include many distinct aspects. Others
have less complex self-representations; their self-concepts include a small number of highly
interrelated aspects. When people experience a negative event that challenges one aspect of
their self, their self-complexity may determine the extent to which their negative feelings will
spill over into other aspects of the self. If self-complexity is low and all aspects of the self
are highly interrelated, a failure in one area can make one feel incompetent in all other areas
as well; a poor grade may mean not only that one is a poor student but also that one is a
lousy daughter. In contrast, if selfcomplexity is high and the different aspects of the self are
quite distinct from one another, the negative fallout from failure in one area of the self will
remain restricted to that area; one may feel like a poor student but still think of oneself as a

fine daughter.

In a recent discussion of human rights in social work and human services practices, a
researcher argues that the risk of strongly held primary values is that they can easily become
an inflexible form of universalism, in which a single view of what it is to be human can
become imposed by those with power (whether political, economic, professional, academic or
cultural). This can lead to an ironic situation in which human rights become associated with
totalitarian ways of imposing particular ideals, through asserting that what it is to be human
has to take one particular form. The answer, for the researcher, is to seek a ‘shared
humanity’, in which all members of a community are able to play active roles in the
construction of what humanity means, and allows for these definitions to differ and to overlap
without having to be . This requires that practitioners rethink their

understanding of community, in which there is a balance between what unites people and the
many differences between them.

The potential for recycling @ to contribute to sustainable communities has been questioned.
Critics point out that the prevailing recycling model is dependent on a market for recyclable
materials. In order to be profitable, new products must be manufactured using the recycled
material and @ consumed. This process takes emphasis off the need to reduce consumption,
the increase in ® which is a major factor in the waste increase in the first place. Even with
increases in recycling rates, without reductions in consumption, the amount of waste sent to
landfills and incinerators and the amount of raw materials consumed will continue to increase.
The existence of recycling programs @ is sometimes represented as a defense against the
need to reduce consumption. For example, the bottled water industry, which has been
criticized on multiple environmental grounds, ® noting that it encourages the recycling of
plastic bottles. The majority of recycled plastic beverage bottles, however, are manufactured
into other products, and new plastic bottles are made from virgin materials.
