The law of the 19th century (and today) encouraged producers to pump quickly. Oil

discoveries were governed by the “rule of capture,” developed in medieval England to resolve

hunting disputes.

(A) Similarly, landowners had the right to draw whatever wealth lay beneath it, even if drilling
sucked their neighbor's property dry. As one English judge wrote, the rule of capture applied
because no one really understood what happened in the "hidden veins of the earth.”

Amotz Zahavi has suggested that all signals are an honest reflection of an individual's quality.
Because it should not pay receivers to attend to dishonest signals, these would become
ignored and only honest signals would prevail. Zahavi argued that honest signals are
maintained because they are costly (in terms of strategic costs), such that only a genuinely
‘good’ individual can afford to make the signal. Consider tail length in birds and mate choice.
Females may prefer males with longer tails, and only the fittest males can produce and
maintain such tails because only they have the quality to cope with the costs that this incurs
(increased risk of predation, loss of flight efficiency, and so on). Because the signal is costly,

only the fittest individual can produce and maintain such a signal while coping with the costs,

If a group’s circumstances are threatened or difficult, many of the members of that group will
be angry, and they will want to blame someone. Whenever a threat looms or a terrible event
has occurred, rumors are @ inevitable. Most people are not able to know, on the basis of
personal or direct knowledge, why a terrorist attack succeeded, or why the economy suddenly
got worse. In the aftermath of a @ crisis, numerous speculations will be offered. To some
people, those speculations will seem likely to be true, perhaps because they provide a
suitable ® outlet for outrage and blame. Terrible events produce outrage, and when people
are outraged, they are all the more likely to accept rumors that @ justify their emotional
states, and also to attribute those events to intentional action. Some rumors simultaneously
relieve “a primary emotional urge” and offer an explanation, to those who accept them, of
why they feel as they do; the rumor “rationalizes while it relieves.” And when conditions are
® stable, people may be especially likely to accept a rumor about the self-serving or
invidious plans of influential people.

When the interactors are communicating about the external world, pointing is sufficient to make
minds meet on a referent. However, when they need to share referents in their inner worlds, a

different tool is required.

(A) For example, an infant may point to Daddy's chair as a reference to the absent daddy.
This type of pointing can be seen as a transition from using pointing as a
proto-demonstrative with a temporary meaning to using pointing symbolically with a more
permanent meaning.

(B) In a sense, language is a tool for reaching joint attention by "pointing" to places in our
inner worlds. This mechanism is bootstrapped by pointing, other forms of gestures, and

emotive expressions.

(C) Susan Goldin-Meadow goes beyond this metaphorical assertion and writes that in children,

"pointing gestures form the platform on which linguistic communication rests and thus lay the

groundwork for later language learning." For example, prelinguistic children at about twelve

months can sometimes refer metonymically to an absent object by pointing to a place where
that object has recently been or is normally located.

Many of us have likely had the experience of chatting on the telephone with a busy friend
who during the conversation is scanning to-do lists, opening e-mail, and the like. Despite his
or her best efforts to seem engaged in the interaction, we can nonetheless often detect that
person's multitasking behavior and use that perception as a cue to let our rushed and
distracted friend go. (A) , even in the absence of visual cues and detailed contextual
information, sensitive listeners can frequently make accurate and important inferences about
the emotional and cognitive states of others from the way they are speaking with us, rather
than from just the content of what they are saying. The functional importance of acoustics in
signaling is even more clear in face-to-face social interaction. Consider, for instance, an infant
who fretfully wakes from a nap only to notice several strangers gazing at her. As she begins
whimpering more vigorously, her father picks her up and rubs her back while whispering "It's
OK, baby" and making soft shushing sounds. Using both voice and face, the father reassures
the infant while focusing her attention toward the visitors. (B) , the infant responds
with alert interest, both hearing her father's voice and checking his facial expressions as she
focuses on the newcomers.
